EARLY INTERVENTION AND
PREVENTION

Growing student to teacher ratios with limited staff
support spreads faculty and staff thin when it comes
to realizing and preventing dangerous incidents.
Meanwhile, students are acutely aware of changes in
their surroundings and suspicious behaviors and bad
actors. When students don’t want to snitch on their
peers, dangerous situations can escalate when those
in charge aren’t aware.

With a text-a-tip technology for crowdsourced student
reporting, staff can encourage student reporting

of students acting differently, rumors of access to
weapon, incidents of bullying or dangerous threats via
discreet text messaging. Key personnel can respond
to any texts submitted in real-time to collect additional
information and details. Each report is logged for future
viewing and reviewing trends and incident patterns
over time.

There are a tragic number of school shootings across
the country. If there’s a delay in notifying 9-1-1, it can
slow down first responders and on-site staff resolving
any incident and putting everyone at the school at risk.

By instantly communicating with 9-1-1, 9-1-1 serves
as incident command and can dispatch proper
resources to respond to the scene and initiate real-time

communication with school administrators and on-staff.

When 9-1-1 receives the panic call, the call taker
immediately sees the type of emergency, location of
incident, and has direct access to floor plans, access
points, and other key facility data. Additionally, the call
taker can start messaging all Rave Panic Button users
to relay key details and instructions as the incident
unfolds. This direct integration with 9-1-1 results in
the fastest and best coordinated response to

any school emergency.

With little time available for law enforcement to
respond, it is critical to reduce the reaction time of
staff on-site and enhance the communication with
first responders.
